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Requirements:  

Card Transfer Bot (CTB) has the same basic requirements as Magic the 

gathering online. With a few  additional requirements  

¶ Dot Net framework 3.5 or higher  (Automatically installs on first CTB 

install if requirements are not met)  

¶ Two separate computers or virtual machines  We recommend they are 

configured to run Mtgo on the same network .  

o Information on setting up your own Virtual Machine  

o Each Computer/VM requires 1GB RAM and 1 GHZ processing power to 

run efficiently.  

 

At least 1 card on each account is required to create a CSV  

 

(Note on net wor ks)  

CTB should work  with 2 PCs on different netw orks as long as they are directly 

connected to the internet. If one of the PCs is behind an  internet router port 

forwarding would need to be setup. Because this is an advanced feature  and 

because functionality is dependent on hardware this configuration is not 

directly supported by www.mtgoadvantage.com .  

o Information on Port Forwarding  

(Note on MTGO Client ) Sometimes it is necessary  to repair  your Mtgo Client.   

(Note on Virtual Machines)  We recommend you clone one of your old virtual 

machines that are running your bot software with a linked clone to save disc 

space. Rename the computers name by Right clicking on  My Computer then 

Navigating to the computer name , name it ñTransfer 1 ò Clone the same PC 

you just cloned again and repeat the above step except this time name it 

ñTransfer 2 ò. Now repair th ese and follow the setup for these clones. Just use 

them when you automatically  want to transfer  lots of cards from a buy bot to 

a sell bot  or from a purchased account.  

 

Setting up CTB  
Turn off any software  (easy)  firewall or create a custom rule (advanced)  To 

turn off your built in windows firewall open my computer right click on My Network 

Places > Click properties and on the right you will see a link to your windows 

firewall settings. Fr om there you can disable the firewall.

If you create  a custom rule you will need to open a port on both firewalls. 

Default is 10000  

Set your resolution to 1024 X 768  (You MUST use this resolution)  This can be 

done in your desktop properties right click anywhere in your desktop > click 

properties  > Settings, now change the resolution to 1024 X 768.  

Set Mouse Scroll Settings to 4 lines at a time  (This is also ML Bot s Defualt) 

Start > Control Pa nel > Mouse > Wheel Tab, now change it to scroll 4 lines at a 

time . 

Verify or Turn Visual Effects On  (In XP ) Go  to Start menu > Right click on My 

Computer > Click Properties > Click Advanced > In the Performance  area click 

settings > Verify that ñUse visual styles on windows and buttons ò is enabled . 

(Vista) Right click my computer > Properties > on the bottom right click  

performance > Click adjust visual properties > make sure that ñUse visual 

styles on windows and buttonsò is enabled. 

A note on Virtual Machines: If you are running a virtual Machine you must 

make sure that each Virtual machine has a valid IP address.   

If you use a software firewall on the PCs you must either o pen the port 

10000 on each machine or turn off each of the firewalls.  

Software Setup  

Setup for CTB is very easy. After you have registered for your account start the bot 

on both instances of windows, you  will see a login screen on both screens. You  

must login.  

After you login  you will want to setup t he optional email settings  (Pro Version 

Only) .  

A Quick note on the email Options. You can use your own mail server if you have 

the Pro Version. If you have the STD or trial version you will not see this option. 

Instead you will get an email from Support@M tgoAdvantage.com whenever a job is 

done.  

 

 



 

Here is the log that will show you what the application is  doing  

 

 

First setup the account for the Card  Server  (transfer 1)  

 

Set the server IP so that it shows an address that uses the same format as the one 

above. X.X.X.X -  XXX.XXX.XXX.XXX e.g.  192.168.1.101 , 1.2.3.4 . You should see 

the message Accepting connections at port:  

Set the custom classified msg , Port to listen,  and M essage for unwanted trades  if 

you desire otherwise leave them set to default.   

All of these  settings are pretty easy to figure out what they do.   

Go to the main tab and  set the username and password  of the Server (Transfer 

1) . Do not worry about any other settings on the Main tab. Do not press start 

trading !  You only need to press Start trading on the client  (transfer 2)  



 

* Remember that it is best to keep your mouse and keyboard locked. The 

only way to unlock it is Ctrl Alt Delete.  

 

Now setup the accou nt you wa nt to take cards from the server 

with client (Transfer  2)  

 

Set  your restart mtgo if not responding for X seconds to the same settings as you 

set for the server ( transfer 1 ) . 

(Restart MTGO Every Hours is no longer needed so it has been removed)  



 

Set the username and password with the info of the account you want to transfer 

the cards too  aka (Transf er 2) .  

Set the All Cards should c ount up to  To the total number of each card you want 

to end up with. E.g. leaving it set to 4 will read its inventory and take however 

many of each card it needs to end up with 4 of that card.  

Setting event tickets are the same as cards.  

Trade with  Set this to the IP address and port of the Server  PC (Transfer 1) . ( Look  

at the options of the server  and match those settings. E.g. I/P 192.168.1.101 Port 

10000)  

Notice when you hit Start Trading you have two options  

Get all cards: this option will allow the bot to grab any card in the  server  accounts 

collection. It will only stop when it has scanned the whole account and picked up 

every card it needed to make 4x of each card. This is good for moving a whole 

collection of cards from one account to another.  

Update collection only: this op tion will only take cards that it already has in its 

collection. This is good for making play sets  or splitting up large collections.  

Click the option you want and thatôs it. You will see it start trading.
